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Technology Instructional Guides
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The Springfield Public Schools is in the process of developing Technology Instruction Guides (TIG) for all levels of technology instruction. Curriculum for instructional technology in grades 5, 6, 7, 8, and Applications I (grade 9) are online and available for teacher use on the SPS Learning Center. The TIGs define the district's expectations for rigorous technology instruction. In addition, the TIGs include a pacing guide, a monthly plan book, exemplary lesson plans with rubrics, and supporting documents. The TIGs serve to align requisite skills while deepening and applying knowledge about technology and its place in the world today as students progress through the grade levels. These opportunities are especially valuable for new and/or academic content area teachers seeking to use technology to improve student achievement. Participants will view an elementary, middle, and high school TIG.
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
